4. Annual Report  - Chairman

Nigel described a few of the more notable worldwide events of 2011, then went on to talk about Diggle:

This year the Band Contest was held to record numbers and the event had swelled on the Tip – a great success and a credit to those who organised and made it happen – a great Community event. (Even if the Huddersfield Road resurfacing programme did seem to want to scupper both it and the Fete!)

Diggle Heroes – more nominations than ever for last year’s event, and two very worthy winners (not forgetting that everyone nominated is a Hero to someone) There are more new names this year too.

Presentations for this year will be made at the Diggle Band Christmas Concert at the Band Club on the 20th of December. Tickets are available from the Post Office.

The Canal Tunnel bi-centenary: Two events – the Legging activities in early April, and the organised event on the Tip in September. Both demonstrating that Heritage and local history form an important part of our Community

The village Carol Concert, Church Service and Christmas Tree lights being held outside on the green opposite the Chippy. Again, very well attended considering the weather earlier in the day and good feedback so far. Mulled wine too!

Everything changes, and we only have to look around us to see how the changes in society have affected this particular Church. There has not been much mention of it, but we should all be supporting Kilngreen and making sure that that too does not have to close, leaving Diggle with no Church. Nigel encouraged everyone to vote with their feet and use it’s facilities – whether hiring the Hall, for amateur dramatics, learning to paint or attending the Church Services. He asked that people should join the Supporters Club, and suggested that there may be a case to set up a Wrigley Mill one too.

Since September, a number of meetings have taken place regarding Wrigley Mill and it’s future use, including potentially becoming a Community Asset. There are a number of enthusiastic people becoming involved in this and he wishes it well.

He went on to say:

As I do leave, I see a number of new people wanting to become involved and build the Community of Diggle to become vibrant, exciting and thriving – just as our aim states.

6. Changes to the Constitution   

Suggested changes are as follows:-

     4.3: The Executive Committee shall include a Chair, Vice Chair, Treasurer, Membership Secretary and Secretary. No person shall hold a specific office for more than 5 years.
